GUIDANCE NOTES FOR APPLICANTS:
Section 1- this part of the form requires details of your main residence.  If you do not reside in Scotland you will not qualify for funding.

Section 2 – please complete this part as fully as possible.  We require this 
Information in order to reach a decision on your application and for statistical information.
Section 3 – Travel costs will be considered if you live more than 30 miles from the  course venue. Those eligible for free/reduced bus/rail travel will not receive funding.  The cheapest form of travel must be used including public transport where available, otherwise a mileage allowance of 20p per mile up to a maximum of £20.00 a day may be offered.  
Childcare costs will be considered where it is necessary to place your child with a registered child minder while you attend a course. A payment of £3.00, or 40% whichever is the lesser, per hour up to a maximum of £27 a day in the case of a full day course.
If you have applied for ILA funding and have been refused you may, on submission of a letter of rejection, be eligible for assistance of up to £100. 

New tutor payment – if you are considering becoming a designated tutor of Gaelic 

we may, on submission of receipted accounts, offer assistance to a maximum of £75 or 
75% of the costs whichever is the lesser.

Applications will not normally be accepted from students who are currently 

undertaking a course or who are in receipt of funding through Bòrd na Gàidhlig or 

its other delivery bodies. 
No payment will be offered in retrospect – you must receive a confirmation of aid
before you commence on a course.  Payment will be made in arrears.  
Clì Gàidhlig will aim to respond, in writing confirming eligibility or non-eligibility, to your application within 2 weeks of receipt of a fully completed form accompanied by 
any necessary supporting information. 
The above does not commit Clì Gàidhlig to approving financial assistance

to any applicant.  There will be a limited fund available and no aid will be 

offered when these monies are exhausted.
