BOOKING PROCESS
ALL LETS
Please endeavour to give 7 days notice in order to process application.

A confirmation e-mail from BSGI must be received by groups in order to confirm that this let has been granted.  If you do not receive Confirmation within a week, please contact the Office.

Cancellation or failure to take up a let will be subject to charge unless a minimum 3 days prior warning is provided to the school office.

After 12 months, a decision will be made by the Head Teacher as to whether user groups are eligible to book annually.  

LETS DURING SCHOOL TERM
No 3-6pm lets will be permissible during the first week of each school term.  
All user groups must provide the school with attendance lists by midday on the day of the let.  Failure to do so will result in cancellation of the let.
POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
Where Children or Vulnerable People are involved – the committee insist that you have a Child Protection Policy and appropriate insurance in place, and may ask for proof of this at any time.  It is imperative that there are enough adults present to be able to supervise children effectively.  (We would recommend a minimum of two adults for the first 15 children and an additional adult for every 15 children after that (e.g. 3 adults for 30 children, 4 adults for 45 children, etc)).

The Management Committee and Council strongly recommend that for the protection of the group members hiring its facilities, the group has Public Liability Insurance to cover injury and property damage to third parties as a result of negligence.

Smoking will not be permitted in any area of the building or playing fields.

Alcohol is not permitted to be consumed or sold in the building or within the grounds of the school without express permission from the Management Committee.

Groups using the premises must familiarise themselves with the Fire Regulations and Emergency Evacuation Procedures for the building.  Groups should ensure that a regular register of all attendees is kept in the event of a fire.

USE OF FACILITY

Only those areas for which authority is given may be used.

Persons or Organisations to whom the let is granted will be held responsible for the good conduct of all present during the period of the let, and also for the preservation and good order of the area around the school.

The premises must be left in good order and condition, with all the movable equipment stored correctly.  There must be no litter left in or around the school.  Any damage done to premises, equipment or furniture must be made good by the party to whom the let is granted.

The Management Committee is not responsible for any equipment or valuables left in any part of the premises.  It is recommended that each group using the premises makes their own arrangements for the safe-keeping of valuables, etc.
Only indoor, soft, non-marking soled shoes may be worn in the Games Hall in order to preserve the floor surface.

Time must be allocated within the let period to allow for preparation and clearing up.  The period of the let must also reflect time for changing/ showering, etc. All members are asked to co-operate fully in this so that no session overruns.
GENERAL GUIDANCE
The Management Committee reserve the right to amend the Conditions of let at any time.
The let will be authorised by, and will be subject to, the charges as set and approved by the Management Committee.
Any breach of the conditions of let may prejudice the granting of future lets.
